hen you stop to consider the overwhelming
number of new firearm-related products to hit
the shelves each year, it’s kind of staggering.
It's even more daunting, perhaps, to isolate which prod-
ucts stand out as the best among the rest, but that’s
exactly what our editorial staff and expert contributors
set out to do for 2015. After testing and reviewing liter-
ally hundreds of different handguns, optics, ARs, bolt-
action rifles, shotguns and a vast array of gun-related

gear, we set out to pick the best
gear of the year for 2015. We
looked at several factors, but the
leading measure was ultimately
based on the overall performance
of a particular item that led to
one of those “wow moments.” 1
was glassing for elk some 1,200
yards in the Colorado distance,
for example, when I had my
friend, fellow elk junky
and former guide,
Toby, peer through
Swarovski's  ATX
spotting scope to
get a second opin-
ion. “Pretty amaz-
ing, right?” I asked.
His response said it
all: “That’s the un-
derstatement of the
century. I think this scope

is going to ruin me.”

It was a banner year for inno-
vation. That meant breathtaking
optical quality at prices to match,
as with Swarovski’s ATX, EL
Range range-finding binos and
new long-range XS scope, which
each break the bank at over
$3,000. Mossberg’s Patriot rifle
earned a place on our list because
of the company’s ability to build a
tack driver for under $500. In the
ammo world, Hornady launched
its new ELD-X bullet, which

provides match-grade accuracy
with the kind of expansion that
makes every big game hunter’s
heart skip a beat. Hot on the tail
of Nosler’s 26 and 28, Weatherby
introduced its new 6.5mm long-
range workhorse, the 6.5-300,
which is the new speed champi-
on for 6.5 bullets. Custom-grade
pistols from Turnbull, Repub-
lic Forge and Guncrafter
Industries prove that
the venerable 1911
is anything but a
thing of the past.
As always, we
hope these pages
help spark your
enthusiasm for the
shooting sports and
give you one more rea-
son to head to the range
or field.

This second fo-
cal plane riflescope offers fantastic resolving
power, courtesy of its ED glass and is able to provide an
incredible 92 percent light transmission across its magni-
fication range.

The Competition 15-55x52 features twin Hi-Speed, Ze-
roStop turrets for elevation and windage that are large and
textured for easy adjustment, even with gloved hands.

It
is based on the .280/7mm Express Remington
case, but is more than an Improved .280 in

that it cannot be made by fire-forming .280
Remington ammo in a 7mm JRS chamber.
Attempting to do so is dangerous, because the
7mm JRS pushes a 35-degree shoulder more than
.05-inch forward of where it would be on the
.280 Improved. Therefore, headspace is increased
commensurately. To give some idea of relative
case capacities, the .280 Remington/7mm Express
holds about 63 grains of water to the base of

the neck; the .280 RCBS holds about 66 grains;
the 7mm JRS about 70.5 grains (Norma cases).
The 7mm Remington Magnum holds about 82

as close seconds. Other slow burners like IMR
4831 and H450 also do well. Depending on the
individual rifle and case (Remington, Norma, or
Winchester), maximum loads range between 60.5
to 63.5 grains of RI-22 with a 150-grain Nosler.
Velocity has ranged from 3060 to 3120 fps in
various barrels of 23%: to 24 inches. cptm

egardless of whether you're an up-

land bird hunter, a budget-minded

big game enthusiast or a dedicated

long-range shooter, there are a lot
of new products to be excited about in 2015.
Long-range shooting remains a popular pas-
time, and there have been some very serious
shooting machines rolled out in 2015 dedi-
cated to that discipline. It’s never been easier
to slap steel targets at four-figure yardages
than it is today, and the latest long-range
rifles are comparable to custom guns from
years past. There’s also been renewed inter-
est in a classic rifle design this year, too—
the Colonel Jeff Cooper-inspired Scout rifle,
which features a forward-mounted scope
and a short, handy profile. Savage broke new
ground with the development of a func-
tional, affordable semi-auto in .17 HMR, and
the team at Benelli expanded their lineup
with the brand’s first over/under. If you have
any questions regarding the health of the
firearms industry, simply take a look at the
diversity of new products that broke cover
during the last 12 months.

Needless to say, choosing 10 long guns
that were viewed as the “best of the best” was
tough, and there were some standout prod-
ucts that didn’t make it onto this year’s list.
But when all of the votes from writers and
editors were calculated, these new products
landed on top. They have proven to be the
very best of the new class of firearms, the
Gear of the Year winners for 2015.

For years engineers have wrestled with
creating an affordable, reliable semi-auto .17
HMR rifle due to the cartridge’s high pres-
sure upon ignition, which was too much for
traditional rimfire blowback systems to han-
dle.

t’s an exciting time in the shooting world, and there are some truly revolutionary

introductions being made in the ammunition and component sectors. The old stan-

dard cartridges can be improved, or if you're so inclined, you may pick out a new

design to make all sorts of new memories with. Shotshells are evolving as well, with new
shot shapes and metals among the standard loads.

We’'ve spent time with these great loads and components introduced during the past year

and have put together a list of several of the best. It’s difficult to choose the best among so

many great options, but the following represent some of the best ammo and components

from 2015.

H WINCHESTER DEER SEASON XP
AMMUNITION

Everybody loves a good deer bullet. Let’s face it, it’s the number
one game animal of all time. The new Winchester Deer Season
XP ammo features a flat base, cup-and-core bullet, with a larger
than normal polymer tip to initiate expansion for large amounts
of hydrostatic shock. This translates into a bullet designed

to give optimum performance on the relatively thin-skinned
whitetail deer. Is it a good choice for an elk/moose bullet?
Probably not, but it should be perfect for the deer woods. The
folks at Winchester assure me it will give performance similar

to the older Power Point model but with a bit better expansion
to switch that big bruiser’s power supply to “off.” Available in
deer-worthy calibers: .243 Win., .270 Win., 7mm Rem. Mag.,
.308 Win., .30-'06 Springfield and .300 Win. Mag. (Winchester.
com)

Hl SIG SAUER ELITE PERFORMANCE
AMMUNITION

The prestigious firm of SIG Sauer has answered the .300 Black-
out calling, offering their Match Grade ammunition in both
subsonic and supersonic configurations. Both loads feature the
time-tested Sierra MatchKing bullet, with the subsonic load
centered on the 220-grain MatchKing and the supersonic load
using the 125-grain MatchKing. SIG loads both of these car-
tridges into match-grade brass cases to maximize the accuracy
of the Blackout round. The supersonic load has a muzzle veloc-
ity of 2,200 fps, giving a dead-flat trajectory from muzzle out to
100 yards, and even the subsonic load, with its heavy and slow
bullet, will be 3.2 inches high at 50 yards to be zeroed at 100
yards. This gives .300 Blackout fans a very diverse pair of factory
match-grade loads for their AR, using one of the best bullets
available on the market.

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H HORNADY ELD-X

Announced in the fall of 2015, Hornady’s ELD-X bullets have
been in the hands of some of our contributors for several
months now, and the results are quite impressive. The ELD-X
(extremely low drag, expanding) is a match-accurate bullet
built for hunting—giving shooters maximum accuracy along
with maximum carnage on game animals, even out to signifi-
cant distances. Unlike most polymer-tipped bullets, the ELD-X
tip is made with a unique polymer that won’t melt at high
velocities, thus retaining form even out to extended ranges.
This allows for an extremely accurate bullet that still expands

| on game, near or far. The ELD-X bullet is featured in Hornady’s
new Precision Hunter line and features the company’s InterLock
technology. (Hornady.com)

A RCBS PROCHUCKER 7

PROGRESSIVE PRESS

For those high-volume shooters who appreciate the benefits

of a progressive press, you’d do well to take a look at the new
RCBS seven-station ProChucker 7. Auto-indexing and with a
removable die plate, the option of seven stations gives the re-
loader plenty of flexibility. Gone are the plastic APS primer strips
of the RCBS Pro2000 Autolndex progressive; the ProChucker
comes with a standard primer pickup tube and a safety shield.
The press also comes with the Quick Change powder measure
with larger powder capacity to reduce the number of times
you’ll need to refill the hopper, and a drain tube allows you to
rapidly empty the hopper when your session is over. It's never a
good idea to leave powder in the hopper of your press, as the
possibility of someone fooling around and spilling it certainly
exists, but also because some pistol powders have been known
to have a chemical reaction with the plastic material and sort

of “melt” the plastic if left for prolonged periods of time, and
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that’s never a good thing. Having seven stations will allow you to
seat and crimp in separate functions and use a bullet feeder and
lockout die without issue. And with the removable die plate you
can quickly change calibers by removing two pins and swapping
out plates and shell plates. Output capacity is roughly 600 rounds
per hour, so this makes a solid choice for those who participate in
the gun games or have fun making huge piles of empty brass at the
range.

H SWIFT BULLET COMPANY’S

RELOADING MANUAL NO. 2

OK, I'll admit it: I'm a geek who enjoys reading reloading manu-

als, and | get excited when a new one comes out. It didn’t take 10
seconds after finding out that Swift published Manual No. 2 before |
was on the phone ordering mine.

There are more powders
tested per caliber, and energy and trajectory tables optimized for
the performance level of each cartridge are included. All of our old
favorites are still there, and if you are a lover of Swift Bullets like | am,
this manual is a must have.

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[ ALLIANT RELODER 23 & 26 RIFLE POWDERS
. The Reloder series of powders dates back to the old Hercules Powder
. Co., and they’ve had a great lineup for decades. | routinely use
Reloder powder for my own rifle cartridges: RL-15 in the .308 Win.
and .375 H&H, RL-19 in my .300 Win. Mag., RL-25 in the .300
Remington Ultra Magnum, and I've been overheard referring to
Reloder 22 as “a miracle in a can.” They are very consistent, not to
mention their accuracy potential. The new offerings from Alliant

are no exception, but there are some improvements, especially in
the realm of temperature sensitivity. As much as | love these older
powders, they are susceptible to temperature fluctuations. They lose
a bit of velocity in the colder extremes and gain some in the hotter
temperatures, and pressures change accordingly. Alliant has changed
the game with these two new releases. Both Reloder 23 and 26 are
designed to be extremely consistent across the full range of tem-
peratures, minimizing the velocity and pressure deviation associated
with temperature extremes. Reloder 23 has a burn rate similar (but

- again, not interchangeable) to Reloder 22, and Reloder 26 burns a
bit slower than Reloder 25, so those of you who love the huge-cased
. super magnums should make a couple of new friends here rather
quickly. I know my beloved .300 Win. Mag. will appreciate the new

- all-weather propellants! (AlliantPowder.com)
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THE 28 NOSLER
After the shockwave created by last year’s unveiling of the 26 Nosler,
based on the modified Remington Ultra Magnum case (itself being a
blown out version of the .404 Jeffery), it only made sense for Nosler
to open that case to hold 7mm bullets. Both the 26 and 28 Nosler
are designed to blend the case diameter and rebated rim of the RUM
series in a case short enough to fit in a .30-06-length action. Pushing
a 160-grain AccuBond bullet to 3,300 feet per second (fps) and a
175-grain AccuBond Long Range bullet to just over 3,100 fps, this is
going to be a winner. In terms of speed and power, it lies just south
of the huge 7mm RUM and STW, but well above the uber-popular
7mm Rem. Mag., and can be housed in a long-action rifle. The
beltless design will give better case life than the Holland & Holland
design, as there will be less of the stretching
that occurs just north of the belt. By launch-
ing the 7mm bullets that are so popular with
big game hunters, the 28 Nosler will be in
many trophy pictures to come. (28Nosler.com)

B THE 6.5-300 WEATHERBY

In addition to a introducing a new Mark V
rifle this year, Weatherby has necked down its
famous .300 Weatherby case to hold 6.5mm
bullets, taking the crown as the fastest of

the 6.5mm cartridges. Pushing a 127-grain
bullet at a muzzle velocity of over 3,500 fps,

it’s guaranteed this will be a serious long-range cartridge with a very
flat trajectory. If you're into a reach-out-and-touch-‘em cartridge

you might want to give the 6.5-300 Weatherby a try. The initial field
reports are showing fantastic accuracy and terminal performance.
The new 6.5-300 Weatherby will be in a similar category to the
Remington Ultra Magnum series: not exactly efficient, but a great
long-range setup for those who can handle it.

ithout question one of the nation’s most popular rifles, the AR is constantly being

tinkered with, experimented on and—in some cases—almost entirely reinvented.

Every year manufacturers across the country introduce a multitude of new AR-style
rifles to the gun-buying public. Some of these manufacturers are well-established industry
giants that have spent years building guns; others are small-scale gun makers that are
either new or recent arrivals in the gun world.

Over the course of this past year, our expert writers and editorial staff spent considerable
time testing and using a number of AR-style rifles and pistols newly released in 2015. We
put these firearms through their paces, examining reliability, accuracy and ergonomics to
see which ones stood out in a crowded market. Based on the results and our experiences,
here are what we feel are several of the best ARs to come out within the last year.

Manufacturers
took notice in 2015 and produced a host of
excellent concealed carry products designed
to be both comfortable for everyday use and

reliable in the event of a deadly encounter.

Our expert writers and editorial staff tested
and reviewed these purpose-built products
over the course of the year. During our time
with these firearms and accessories, we
thoroughly researched, tested and reviewed
each one, gradually developing opinions re-
garding their performance and utility. Here
are our picks for the best carry guns and
gear of 2015.




Fl GUNCRAFTER
INDUSTRIES MODEL 5

Guncrafter Industries (Gl) has made its name
in the firearm industry largely because of
founder Alex Zimmerman’s unique .50 Gl,

a bonafide .50-caliber cartridge designed
for use with the venerable 1911 platform.
New for 2015 is the company’s Model 5, a
pistol built around a 1911 officer-size frame,
chambered in the .50 Gl and intended for
concealed carry. We were initially skepti-

cal about the practicality of a .50-caliber
cartridge in a pistol built for carry, but the
Model 5 proved our concerns false. Recoil
with the Model 5 is mostly comparable

to shooting any other .45 ACP 1911, and
the pistol’s officer-size frame is surprisingly
concealable. Accuracy is also more than
adequate given the Model 5’s 4.25-inch
heavy match grade barrel. In addition to its
performance, the pistol itself is finely crafted
and remarkable in appearance, a true winner
for anyone looking for a high-class 1911 for
carry that packs more punch.

Fans of Glock pistols have long been clam-
oring for a single-stack 9mm tailored for
concealed carry, and this past spring the
company finally delivered with the G43. At
6.26 inches in length, 4.25 inches in height
and 1.02 inches in width, the G43 isn’t the
smallest of the micro-nines out there, but
during testing we found this helped in terms
of its shootability. We didn’t constantly have
to readjust our grip, as is the case with many
small, single-stack pistols designed for con-
cealed carry. And the pistol shot well, with
groups right around 1 inches at self-defense
distances. Additionally, because it is a Glock,
it retains the same great reliability and the
controls of its many older siblings. Overall,
the G43 is an excellent concealed carry
choice, being both eminently concealable
and utterly reliable. ($§529; US.Glock.com)

El ALIEN GEAR CLOAK
TUCK 3.0 IWB HOLSTER

Alien Gear Holsters has rapidly made a
name for itself due to its extremely durable,
comfortable and useable holsters. The

new Cloak Tuck 3.0, which is an upgraded
version of the Cloak Tuck 2.0, is a prime
example of the company’s dedication to
this goal. It rides comfortably inside the
waistband and requires zero break-in time.
The holster features a thermo-elastomer,
stainless spring-steel and Alien Gear’s “Alien
Skin” outer texture. Retention and flexibility
are improved over the previous 2.0 model,
as is comfort. Conveniently, the Cloak Tuck
3.0 is also waterproof, which makes it even
more durable over time. The Cloak Tuck 3.0
is without question an improvement upon
the prior design, and it represents one of the
best inside-the-waistband (IWB) holsters out

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A HK P30SK

For 2015, Heckler & Koch introduced a scaled-down version of its
classic P30 pistol. However, in typical HK fashion, the company
didn’t just cut down the size of its P30; instead, it took the time to
engineer and produce a dedicated concealed carry gun that is built
to perform and last. Like its bigger brother, the P30SK utilizes a
double-action/single-action (DA/SA) design with an initial 12-pound
DA trigger pull and a subsequent 5.5-pound SA trigger pull after-
ward. While 12 pounds is stout, we found the pull to be smooth and
the break clean. The P30SK features luminescent three-dot sights,
which are easy to use in various lighting conditions, and a textured,
ergonomic grip that is incredibly comfortable and offers secure pur-
chase. Accuracy is excellent, with around 1-inch groups possible at
self-defense distances, and the pistol is very reliable—both important
in a concealed carry gun. ($719; HK-USA.com)
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[ FNS-9 COMPACT

The FNS striker-fired pistol line from FNH USA has been well received
among shooters, so it only made sense the company would develop
a more compact version suitable for concealed carry. The FNS-9
Compact utilizes a shorter 3.6-inch barrel for a total length of 6.7
inches. It also features a shorter grip frame that accommodates a
12-round magazine in 9mm or a 10-round magazine in .40 S&W.

New, used, collectible, plus ammunition and accessories—
if it's selling and it’s hot, we’ll tell you about it here.

Hunter Education On Site Leads

to Strong Youth Gun Sales

John Lewis—Herb Bauer Sporting Goods, Fresno, Cali., (HerbBauerSportingGoods.com)

Youth hunters and shooters are a grow-
ing part of the business done at Herb
Bauer Sporting Goods, and the store
itself facilitates much of that youth
“traffic” by offering the state-mandated
hunter education course on site.

“Our shop prides ourselves in educat-
ing many, many youths every year in
our hunter education program,” says
Gun Department Manager John Lewis.
“Our hunter safety teacher is a second
generation female instructor who has a
real passion for recruiting more kids to
hunt in our state! She works closely with
the California Department of Fish and
Wildlife, and coordinates many special
youth hunts each year, including dove,
quail and pheasant hunts.”

With these many young people com-
ing through the store—with parents in
tow—sales are very good on a number

of youth model shotguns, especially
single-shots made by Rossi and NEF. Top
youth pump guns include Remington,
Mossberg, Browning and Benelli Novas,
and these young shooters prefer their
new scatterguns in 20 gauge and .410.

For young rifleshooters, the Savage
Rascal, a single-shot bolt-action with Sav-
age’s AccuTrigger, is tops here.

“Air guns are popular, too, especially as
we get into the holiday season where we
will sell over 50 Daisy Red Ryders—after
customers watch their holiday favorite
video!” says Lewis. That movie, of course,
is 1983's A Christmas Story where young
lead character Ralphie Parker pines for “an
official” Red Ryder BB Gun for Christmas.
The Red Ryder sells for just under $50.

Herb Bauer’s also sells a good selection
of Crosman youth rifles, popular as they
can shoot both BB’s and lead pellets.

Higher Magnification
Optics for the Long-
Range Crowd

Abbie Starkey—aBill’s Sporting Goods, Cla-
remore, Okla., (BillsSportingGoodsOK.com)

Long-range shooting is increasingly
popular in northeastern Oklahoma, and
that trend has made quality, high-magni-
fication riflescopes a top seller.

“We are moving a lot more target-
style scopes verses hunting scopes,”
said General Manager Abbie Starkey.
“Vortex, Zeiss, Leupold and Nikon are
our top sellers right now for optics. In
the last year, we've seen a large push for
6-24x50mm-style scopes. As shooters
start reaching out for longer distances,
they want these longer-range optics.”

The new 9mm Glock 43 “is flying out
the door as quickly as we can get them
in,” Starkey notes. “The subcompact
field is a growing market for us right
now and we love it. As the concealed
carry market grows in the Midwest, the
smaller style handguns are becoming
increasingly popular.”

Also selling well are S&W M&P Shields
and Springfield XDSs. Ruger Americans
are selling briskly, and there’s strong in-
terest in Ruger’s new Precision Rifle. But
no sales, because Bill’s is having trouble
just getting one of the Ruger Precisions
in store. Top scattergun? The Stoeger
3500 semi-auto, a mid-priced shotgun.

A Big Market for Used Law Enforcement Firearms

Mark Kitterman—Summit Gun Broker, Grain Valley, Mo., (SummitGunBroker.com)

Summit Gun Broker specializes in buying
up used law enforcement firearms and
reselling them to individuals and gun
shops. The current top seller here, says
owner Mark Kitterman, is the .40-caliber
Glock 22, a Gen lll, semi-automatic hand-
gun. A recent sale on the Summit website
had the Glock 22’s going for $309.

“I think a lot of agencies are looking at
9mm’s once again, and when they make
the shift, we see a lot of these .40-cal
Glock 22's getting sold,” says Kitterman.

“Actually, there’s so many used agency
Glocks and similar polymer pistols out
there, prices have gone down. I've seen
Glocks drop about $50 over the last year.”

These Glocks tend to be in very good
condition, he adds, as most agencies
with a good inventory of the pistols have
an employee who is also a certified Glock
armorer. “They fix anything that goes
wrong as it happens, and they are pretty
good about doing regular maintenance
on the pistols.”

The other used agency handguns
Kitterman is seeing in good numbers are
the SIG P226 and P229's.

Recently, Summit bought up 1,000
shotguns—all Remingtons—from a very
large agency making the switch from
scatterguns to duty rifles. They sold out
surprisingly fast, Kitterman notes, with
the Wingmasters going for $165 each,
the Police Magnums at $300.

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Handguns Lead the Way,

While Long Gun Sales Plug Along

Mike Howell—Bullock’s Guns-n-More Inc., Flint, Mich., (BullocksGuns.com)

Handguns are currently the top movers
at Bullock’s Guns-n-More Inc., notes Sales
and Purchasing Manager Mike Howell.
“Our best sellers are Smith and Wesson
M&P Shields in 9mm and .40 S&W cali-
bers at $389.95,” said Howell. “Midsize
Glock Generation 4 Models 19 and 23,
at $539.95, and SCCY CPX-2 9mm’s, for
$269.95, sell steadily. Customers want
reliability and value, and these guns have
good track records and price points.”
Long gun sales are nowhere near as
strong. Yet, Bullock’s moves a respect-
able number of AR-15 rifles, notably the
DPMS Oracle 5.56, and home defense
shotguns like the Mossberg Persuader
12-gauge Pistol Grip Pumps at $349.95.

“We were in a shotgun/muzzleloader
only zone for deer hunting, but we had
a change to the hunting regulations last
year, and now hunters can use straight-
walled cartridge rifles above .35 caliber,”
Howell explains. “So, .357 and .44
Magnum rifles are doing well for us, and
so are .450 Bushmaster Uppers.”

A trend Howell has noticed among
firearms accessories is customers coming
to the store to replace items they already
bought—bought online. “Consumers
want value, but they also want products
that work as advertised. They buy acces-
sories online, then discover they are not
what they thought or they do not meet
their needs.”

Vintage Ammunition and Their Boxes:
It’s All About The Markings

Jack Lewis—Cowan’s Auctions, Cincinnati, Ohio, (CowanAuctions.com)

Jack Lewis, firearms specialist for Cowan'’s
Auction, notes that prices being paid

for 19t Century firearms have dropped
noticeably the last couple years. And
while prices are also down for vintage
ammunition, older ammo and the boxes
they originally came in are still in good
demand.

“Once a collector gets a certain old
gun, the next thing he wants is the
period ammunition that goes with it,”
says Lewis. “Best prices are being paid for
ammunition in the original, unopened
boxes or packages.”

At a recent Cowan Auction, a full pack
of six “Combustible Skin Cartridges” in
.36 caliber, made by the Hazard Pow-
der Company, sold for $517. Packages
themselves can be very valuable, too.

A rare pack of paper cartridges for a
Colt Revolving Rifle in excellent condi-
tion, with the words, “5 Combustible
envelope cartridges made of Hazards
powder Expressly for Col Colts Patent

Revolving Rifle,” printed on the box, sold
for $862. No ammo—just the package!
But prices here are down, too. Several
years ago, for example, an unopened
100-round box of .44-caliber rimfire am-
munition for the Henry Rifle sold at auc-
tion for $22,000. The next time the same
container came up for auction? $12,000.
A noticeable shift Lewis has seen is the
growing interest in 20™ Century firearms,
especially American military arms. A big
winner is the Colt 1911 semi-automatic
pistol. “If you have a 1911 made be-
tween World Wars One and Two? It's go-
ing for the best prices | have ever seen.”
Another 20" Century winner: the
World War One Trench Gun. “Trench
guns are going for anywhere between
$650 all the way to $10,000,” says
Lewis. “We recently had a Stevens Trench
Gun, with its bluing intact and in really
fine condition, sell for $6,750. That's an
amazing price, far, far above what we
would’ve seen just a few years ago.”

High Profile Arms
and Huge, Huge Bids

Patrick Hogan—Rock Island
Auction Company, Rock Island, Ill.,
(RockIslandAuction.com)

At the Rock Island Auction Company’s
2015 September Premiere Firearms Auc-
tion, an impressive selection of approxi-
mately 2,800 collector firearms went up
for sale. While “the usual suspects” did
very well as always—the Colts and Win-
chesters—several high profile firearms
brought in amazing dollar amounts—
helping total sales for this one auction to
top $13.6 million.

The highest-achieved price of the auc-
tion was for a Krieghoff-manufactured
German FG-42 paratrooper rifle. Last
year, RIA auctioned off an FG-42 for
$299,000, and that, it turned out, was
no random spike, as this most recent FG-
42 (fully automatic, by the way) brought
in $322,000.

Furious bidding erupted over an ex-
ceptionally rare and historic Walther PP
handgun that had been deeply factory
engraved and gold washed to serve as
a Heinrich Himmler presentation pistol.
The gun had been captured in Germany
by a U.S. serviceman, whose family had
owned it ever since; this handgun had
never been seen before by collectors,
though a near identical, consecutively
serial numbered version does reside in
the West Point Academy Museum. The
bidding quickly jumped up to $150,000.
It escalated to $200,000; more bids were
made, and eventually the Walther sold
for $287,500.

Then, there was President John F. Ken-
nedy’s National Match M1 Garand which
went for $149,500. This was a world
record price for an M1 Garand. GpbTM
